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To Beginners who play e-Brass
e-Brass is the ultimate mute for brass instruments, significantly reducing the sound output.
Beginners tend to produce more sound to compensate and this defeats the aim.
It can also make the instrument harder to play. With headphones at moderate volume setting the

learner will soon develop a controlled quieter sound for even more enjoyable practice.

100dB| Train (Outside) ff, f
90dB| Dog barks mf, mp
80dB| Train (Inside) p, bp
70dB Street ff, f
60dB| Conversation mf, mp
